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Intellectual Property Protection and Shanghai Leading the
Integrated High-Quality Development in the
Yangtze River Delta

Abstract: Thirty years of development and opening-up of Pudong, has experienced the
“development zone+special economic zone”, the Shanghai Pilot Free Trade Zone and a more
free and open Lingang New Area whose development direction is to create an international first-
class business environment with judicial protection as the mainstay and administrative
protection as the synergy. The Fourth Plenary Session of the 19th Central Committee of the
Communist Party of China proposed “to improve the property rights protection system based
on the principle of fairness, establish a punitive compensation system for intellectual property
infringement, and strengthen the protection of business secrets of enterprises.” Combined with
the case of Shanghai, it is believed that under the profound changes in China’s external
economic and trade environment, it is necessary to vigorously attract multinational companies,
strongly support private enterprises, and stabilize China’s foreign trade and foreign capital
base; it is necessary to create a new high ground of intellectual property protection and play the
leading role of Pudong; it is necessary to actively respond to intellectual property disputes and
create an international first-class business environment to promote the high-quality
development in Shanghai; it is necessary to take institutional innovation as the starting point to
improve the business environment and focus on planning the “One Body and Two Wings”
development strategy to promote Shanghai in leading the integration and high-quality
development in the Yangtze River Delta.
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
